Allen Dobson, PhD, is President of Dobson DaVanzo & Associates, LLC ("Dobson | DaVanzo").
Prior to co-founding Dobson | DaVanzo, he was Senior Vice President of Health Care Finance
for The Lewin Group. - Dr. Dobson's consulting practice emphasizes analyses of hospital,
physician, and other types of provider payment issues as they relate to Medicare, Medicaid,
workers' compensation, and private payers.

Dr. Dobson has over 30 years experience designing and conducting economic evaluation of
health care services. During the past several years, Dr. Dobson has studied a variety of
Medicare's prospective payment systems (PPS) and has led a continuing effort to model the
impact of physician and hospital payment policies upon stakeholders, using microsimulation
and econometric techniques. Dr. Dobson recently served as Project Director for three studies
conducted by the California Department of Industrial Relations Industrial Medical Council
(DIR/IMC) to perform the data analysis needed to support recommendations regarding the
transition from the Workers' Compensation Official Medical Fee Schedule (OMEFS} to an RBRVS,
and to determine the work values and practice expenses for evaluation and management
services (E&M) provided in the workers’ compensation arena.

Prior to joining The Lewin Group, Dr. Dobson was director of the Office of Research at CMS
(then Health Care Financing Administration) while Medicare PPS was developed and
implemented. Dr. Dobson currently provides high level consulting services to officials in both
the US. Department of Treasury and the Internal Revenue Service regarding the Health
Coverage Tax Credit. Dr. Dobson provides testimony for legal counsel as an expert witness in
health care finance matters. He is a frequent speaker at conferences and seminars; has testified
before the US Congress, the Medicare Payment Advisory Commission (MEDPAC), and various
state commissions on health payment issues; and has authored numerous articles and reports
on a wide range of health care financing and delivery topics in such jowrnals as the New
England Journal of Medicine, the Journal of the American Medical Association, Inquiry,
Business and Health, Health Affairs, and Health Care Financing Review.

Dr. Dobson was selected as one of the nation's most influential health care policy leaders by
Faulkner and Gray in 1991, when he was included in the first edition of The Health Care 500. In
1993, Dr. Dobson received the Helen/1..Van Seawall Best Article Award from the Health Care
Financing Management Association for his 1992 article "Shifting ? No Solution to the Problem of
Increasing Cost." Dr. Dobson is a Phi Beta Kappa graduate from the University of Washington,
Seattle, and earned his PhD in economics from Washington University, 5t. Louis, in 1970,
