As demonstrated in Table 1, below, we note that considerable variation exists in the range
srHS’ calculated CMAD measures. This range seems implausible, especially at the lower
end. We also note that the higher end costs do not appear to be teaching hospitals.

We also note that there is an alarming duplication of CMAD values, even though
CMAD values were expressed to the eleventh decimal point. As illustrated by Table 2
below, the stHS CMAD is calculated from a number of variables. Thus, it would seem

highly unlikely that exact duplication of CMAD values is plausible.

Hospitals with similar characteristics across the variables (net total costs, total
discharges, All-Payer CMI, Net Outpatient Charges, Net Inpatient Charges, and Total
Discharges) would be expected to produce similar, but not identical, CMADs.
Additionally, the formula is such that dissimilar hospitals could produce similar CMADs,
but, again, not identical CMADs.

What is surprising, however, is that the stHS datatset contains 740 observations
with a CMAD exactly equal to another the CMAD of at least one other observation. And
these are identical values to the 11™ decimal place (e.g., 5403.28606406227). Table 3

highlights an example in which seven Pennsylvania hospitals had exactly the same

CMAD in year 2001.

Total Beds. We reviewed the CMS Impact file for IPPS FY 2008 Final Rule, and
noted that the hospital with the largest number of beds was 1660 across the 3,615
hospitals reported in the file. Data utilized by stHS contained 21 observations of
hospitals with a greater number of beds. The largest outliers were hospitals with
observations of over 48,491 and 16,299 beds. Those hospitals with over 2,000 beds are

also suspect.

Number of Residents & Interns / Number of beds in Hospital. The June 2,
2008, srHS report defines this variable as “Number of Residents & Interns / Number of
beds in hospital.” We reviewed the CMS Impaét file for IPPS FY 2008 Final Rule, and
noted that the hospital with the greatest proportion of residents per bed was 1.305. Using
the CMS proportion as a benchmark, we note that stHS database had ten observations in
excess of the CMS 1.305 “resbed” measure. Table 5, below, highlights the ten
observations in excess of 1.305.

Critical Access Indicator. The June 2, 2008, stHS report defines this variable as
an “[i}ndicator based weighting (Critical = 1, Urban = 0) to indicate prevalence of critical
access hospitals in State” Given the description of this variable, we understand that the
value for this variable should be either a “0” or a “1” —that is, an observation with a value
other than “0” or “1” is suspect. For this variable, there were 1,436 observations that
failed to meet the “0” or “1” criteria. Of these 1,436 observations, 1,159 observations
were between 0 and 1 and 277 were greater than 1. Table 6, below, lists the ten highest

observations for Critical Access Indicator.
